The Jews were reminded continually that they themselves were 

once strangers and exiles in Egypt, depending on the kindness of 

others. Now that they are settled, they have a duty to be kind to 

the stranger in their midst. 

God commanded his people to remember so that history would 

not repeat itself. He wanted them never to forget the experience of 

being a minority without power in Egypt. They must not oppress 

the stranger, because they were once strangers themselves. They 

must plead the cause of the underprivileged, because they were 

once underprivileged themselves. Having felt the pain of injustice 

and oppression themselves, they must never inflict that pain on 

others.
