REFLECTION FOR THIS SUNDAY ...

‘Gaudete in Domino semper—Rejoice in the Lord always’ Holy Mass of the Third Sunday of
Advent opens with these words of St Paul and is therefore called ‘Gaudete’ Sunday. The Apostle
urges Christians to rejoice because the Lord’s coming, that is, his glorious return, is certain and
will not be delayed. The Church makes this invitation her own while she prepares to celebrate
Christmas and her gaze is focused ever more intently on Bethlehem.
